Some AVS steps before 2004 have deploy microswitches that are wired normally  open. In order to check
if the step you have is wired like this call AVS with the step  serial number.



This lead allows the motor to be powered in and out. Simply remove the vehicle
loom plug and plug in this fly lead. BE CAREFUL POWERING STEP IN AND OUT,
THE MICRO SWITCHES CAN BE DAMAGED.

By checking for a circuit across each of the above connections the micro switch are
also checked.

However in order to test the micro switches are operating when the vehicle loom is
attached the step needs to be powered USING THE VEHICLE LOOM, this is then
disconnected and the test across each lead carried out. This should be done in
deploy and stow position.
